Glossary

US CTI Support Program – Includes the $41million U.S. contributions to support the CTI. Participating organizations include USAID/RDMA, USAID/Philippines, USAID/Indonesia, NOAA, the State Department, CTSP, and the Program Integrator.

CTI Forum – As the CTI Partnership grows and expands to include hundreds of stakeholders from across the Coral Triangle and from outside the region, it is envisioned that this will become a virtual forum where stakeholders can access and share information on the Coral Triangle.

CTI Partnership (CTIP) – A proposed group of organizations that currently supports the CTI at the regional or multi-country level. The CTI Partnership will be composed of funding institutions, multilateral bodies, other governments, international NGOs, private sector companies / associations, and other stakeholders contributing to implementation of the CTI Plan of Action at a multi-country or regional level.  

Global Environment Facility (GEF) - An independent financial organization that provides grants to developing countries for projects that benefit the global environment and promote sustainable livelihoods in local communities. GEF projects are managed by executing agencies such as the ADB.

Coral Triangle Support Partnership (CTSP) – The CTSP is comprised of the US NGO Consortium consisting of WWF, CI and TNC.
